Who is it for?

The course prepares you for a Broadcast Journalism job with the BBC or a commercial broadcaster. Our graduates typically join BBC local radio or a commercial radio station and then move on to their chosen fields after a couple of years.  Some go straight to television jobs – in recent years students have joined Russia Today TV in Moscow, Sky, Five News, BBC and ITV Regional services and France 24 in Paris.  We expect around 80% of graduates to be in full time employment within three months of leaving the course. 
What are the entry requirements?

You will normally have completed a three-year degree or equivalent but in some circumstances we will make exceptions, especially if you already have plentiful experience of the broadcast world. If English is not your first language we will expect an IELTS certificate to level 7.0. Other than that we want candidates who have already pushed their way into a radio or TV station – made the tea, shadowed reporters – anything to prove their commitment. Hospital radio and student radio experience is also invaluable 

When does it start and finish?

The course runs over a nine month academic year starting in October and running until the following June, with three terms of ten weeks. It is a full time course and lectures and practicals run every weekday between 10am and 5pm. You should expect to be in college four and a half days a week. All lectures and classes are compulsory. 
What will I learn? 

During the course you will cover media law, news writing and reporting for radio and television, contemporary affairs, online production, shorthand, voice coaching, interviewing, radio studio operation, digital editing, radio bulletin reading, newsgathering, programme production etc. We will arrange a three-week work placement as part of the course. About two thirds of the course is very practical – eg.  Newsroom simulations. 
What’s the kit like?

Our newsroom is equipped with the digital editing systems used by the BBC and commercial companies – Radioman, Quick Edit Pro and BURLI. We have thirty workstations and three broadcast studios. We have access to Sky News and BBC wires and audio and use the Electronic News Production System (ENPS) for scripting and run orders. You will also be supplied with an industry standard portable recorder and microphone and this is yours to keep and take away at the end of the course. Students are loaned digital cameras 

Will I meet industry professionals?

Yes. We will take you on field trips to the major commercial and BBC Broadcasters in London and beyond. Recent guest speakers included Andrew Marr, Richard Bilton, Helen Boaden, Newsbeat editor, Rod McKenzie and editors from Sky, the BBC and ITN. Our Newsdays are overseen by editors from the industry (six from the BBC and six from commercial radio). Many students get their first jobs after being spotted by guest editors and more get job offers from the station where they complete their work placement. You will also visit Parliament to meet lobby reporters and members of the Commons and Lords. Elements of the course are taught by industry professionals from the BBC and we employ a professional broadcast voice coach





How do I apply?

Entrance is via application form and a group interview session. It is in your interest to apply early, as this course is heavily oversubscribed. We take about 24 students each year. At the interview you will be expected to demonstrate a detailed knowledge of news and current affairs.

Your application should demonstrate that your intention to begin a career in broadcast journalism is founded upon a well-researched and accurate understanding of the state of the industry and the opportunities that it affords.  Should you have an example of work that has been broadcast, for example on campus, community or hospital radio, you may forward it with your voice test.
